Smyrna—poor in material
things, but rich in spirit
Pergamum-—influenced by

Thyatira—filled with faith, but
too tolerant of members who
mislead others

Sardis—once faith-filled and
alive, but now mostly dead

Philadelphia—powerless and
threatened, but faithful

Laodicea—rich in wealth, but
lukewarm in faith
